Federal  Regulations  Notification

The only exceptions to the confidentiality law which require us to release information without your consent are:

A MEDICAL EMERGENCY:  The Program is permitted to disclose pertinent information required for a medical emergency.

A PROGRAM AUDIT AND/OR EVALUATION:  The Agency is permitted to disclose information for audit and/or evaluation purposes.  Specific client information will not be used unless it is for exclusive use in this program.

COMMISSION OF A CRIME:  The Program is permitted to disclose information to report the commission or threat of a crime against program staff or any other party.

ABUSE AND NEGLECT:  The Agency is mandated by law to report child abuse and neglect or elderly abuse to the Missouri Division of Family Services.

COURT ORDER:  The Agency is permitted to disclose information in response to a verified court order.   

Violation of the federal laws and regulations by a program is a crime.  Suspected violations may be reported to the appropriate authorities in accordance with federal regulations.  (See 42 U.S.C. 290 dd-3 and 42 U.S.C. ee-3 for federal laws and 42 CFR Part 2 for federal regulations)
