CLIENT RESPONSIBILITIES

Client agrees to meet the following guidelines for successful completion of treatment/services.

a. All clients must protect the confidentiality of other clients by not revealing their presence in the E.M.A.S.S. Treatment Program.
b. All issues shared in the Groups will remain confidential.
c. Clients involved in the Clinical Intervention Program or the Serious/Repeat Offender Program are NOT to consume alcohol or use any controlled substances (unless prescribed by a physician and given approval by their counselor) throughout the entire course of treatment.
d. All clients will be given random breathalyzer tests upon arrival at the Program on a weekly basis. All clients will also be subject to random urinalysis testing over the course of the Program.
e. Clients are expected to clean up after themselves.
f. Violence to self, others or property is strictly prohibited.
g. Screaming, foul language and physical violence are strictly prohibited.
h. Use of the facility phone will be allowed only in the presence of your counselor, at the counselor's discretion.
i. The use of cell phones during program hours is prohibited.
j. Smoking and eating must be done outside the facility at all times.
k. Appropriate dress is required. No alcohol or drug related clothing or hats are acceptable. All clothing must be modest and clean. Appropriate footwear must be worn at all times.
l. Clients are expected to attend all scheduled groups and activities on time and stay in the group until it is over. Clients are expected to call prior to missing a group to notify staff of their absence. Clients who fail to call at least 24 hours prior to their scheduled group session will be charged a $40.00 no-show fee. Excessive absences may lead to an unsuccessful discharge from the program.
m. Clients who are unable to attend an individual session must call ahead of the time of the scheduled appointment. Clients who fail to call at least 24 hours prior to their scheduled individual session will be charged a $40.00 no-show fee. Excessive absences may lead to an unsuccessful discharge from the program.
n. The Clinical Intervention Program is designed to be completed in six to seven weeks while the Serious/Repeat Offender Program will last no less than 90 days. Regular attendance is a sign of social responsibility and recovery. Special arrangements for variance may be made at the Counselor's discretion with approval of the Clinical Supervisor or Administrative Director.
o. Failure to comply with the above rules may suggest the need for a more intensive level of care.
